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We Rise Like the Maccabees

It’s the afternoon of July 21st, and I'm walking through the
streets of London, taking in the grandeur of Buckingham
Palace, the flow of the River Thames, and the breathtaking
architecture of cathedrals and historic Palaces.

This is my third visit to the city, yet something feels
different. My Star of David medallion, usually worn
proudly, is now carefully hidden beneath my shirt. For the
first time in my life, I feel unsafe revealing my Jewish
identity. A quiet unease has settled in—I am genuinely
afraid of being targeted, spat on or humiliated in public.

During a singular week in July, this happened in
Europe....

Jews got kicked off a flight in Valencia, Spain

Jews were prevented from disembarking a ship in Greece.
Jews were slandered by James O'Brien in London.

Jews were assaulted by a thug on a bus in Dublin.

Jews were detained at a festival in Belgium, for being Jews.
Jews were harassed at a French airport by a staff member.
Jews were physically attacked by anti-Israelis in Rhodes.

A Jewish restaurant was vandalized in Freiberg, Germany.
